Learning the Discipline of Delayed Gratification 
 

During the 1960s, psychologist Walter Mischel conducted what became known as "the marshmallow 
test" with four-year-olds in the preschool at Stanford University. The object of the exercise was to 
assess each preschooler’s ability to delay gratification. Each child was given one marshmallow. They 
were told that they could eat it immediately or, if they waited until the researcher returned in 20 
minutes, they could have two marshmallows. Some kids in the group just couldn’t wait. They gobbled 
down the marshmallow immediately. The rest struggled hard to resist eating it. They covered their 
eyes, talked to themselves, sang, played games, even tried to go to sleep. The preschoolers who 
were able to wait were rewarded with two marshmallows when the researcher returned. Twelve to 
fourteen years later the same kids were re-evaluated. The differences were astonishing. Those who 
had been able to control their impulses and delay gratification as four-year-olds were more effective 
socially and personally as teenagers. They had higher levels of assertiveness, self-confidence, 
trustworthiness, dependability, and a superior ability to control stress. Remarkably, their Scholastic 
Aptitude Test (SAT) scores were also 210 points higher than the "instant gratification" group! A key 
difference between successful people — leaders — and those who struggle to get by is self-
discipline. As Confucius wrote, "The nature of people is always the same; it is their habits that 
separate them." Successful people have formed the habits of doing those things that most people 
don’t want to do. 
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I think this could be one of those moments 
where I will just let the numbers speak for 
themselves.  At the end of January we are 
behind budget by $7,718.  We will be closely 
monitoring our situation over the next few 
months and will keep you informed.

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 Joe was a volunteer fireman and was sitting in his 
back yard talking with his son one day.  His son 
was feeling down as he had recently been through 
many trials. He had lost his job, and along with his 
job he lost his medical insurance.  Then his wife 
had to go to the hospital for emergency surgery. 
Things just seemed to be falling apart in his life.  
Joe’s son turned to him and asked for his advice 
about what he should do.  He told Joe, “Every 
morning I wake up I feel like I am walking through 
fire, and I can’t see a way out of the fire. Tell me 
Dad what can I do?” 

Joe tried to console his son.  He told him that 
sometimes it seems like life just isn't going to give 
us a break. He told him that sometimes the trials we 
go through seem like they will never end. It seems 
like fire is raging all around us, trying to consume 
us in every direction we turn and we just can't see 
any way out.  The he said to his son, “Let me tell 
you a story.” 
 

“As you know I have been a fireman for many 
years; long before you were even born. One day 
while sitting at the firehouse a call came in. There 
was a four story apartment building on fire.  When I 
got to the scene flames were shooting out every 
window on the first floor where the fire had started.  
A teenage girl was running around hysterically 
screaming that her mother was still in the building.  
She was crying for someone to please get her 
mother out.  Without a second thought, I put on my 
mask and ran into the hallway of the burning 
building. I made my way to the door of the 
apartment on the second floor of the building just 
as the girl had instructed.” 
 

“Flames were raging everywhere; smoke filled the 
rooms of the apartment. I could just barely make 
out the shape of a figure lying on the floor of the 
bedroom.  As I went into the room I could see that 
she was still moving.  She was alive but would have 
to be carried from the flaming building.  Then,  just 
when I thought things were as bad as they could 
get, the ceiling and walls started collapsing and 
more smoke began to fill the apartment.  I couldn't 
see a thing.”  
 

“For some reason I looked toward the front door of 
the apartment.  As the smoke cleared for a moment 
I thought I saw the figure of a man out in the 
hallway with his arms extended out.  In panic the 
first thought that came to my mind was, ‘Oh God 
this must be the end.’  Then, even though only 
seconds had passed, I thought I could hear him 
saying to me, ‘I am with you. Come!’  With the 
woman over my shoulder I headed for the doorway. 
 As I got closer the flames were all around us.  The 
smoke became so thick that I could not see where 
we were, but somehow I could still see the figure 
the man as he stood there in the midst of the 
flames.  As I approached him, light from the sun 
outside the building was reflecting through the 
opened door at the bottom of the stairs. With the 
woman on my shoulders I ran out the building door 
to safety. “ 
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“When I think back about that experience I 
know without a doubt that the figure of the man that 
I saw was Jesus Christ, the son of God. I know he 
showed me the way out of that burning building and 
to safety that day.  I guess what I am trying to say, 
son is that Jesus is always there for us.  Even 
though it may not be obvious to us he is always 
walking with us through whatever trials we are 
experiencing in our lives.  Believe that he is with 
you, and pray for his guidance.  Trust in him and 
have faith that he will see take you through this 
fire.” 
   
So many of us are going through trials today. 
Maybe it is the loss of a job, the loss of a home, or 
the loss of a loved one. I believe that if we pray and 
allow our savior to walk beside us he will see us 
through all the fires we each must face in life. 
   
Daniel 3:25-26 tells us that the Son of God was with 
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego in the fiery 
furnace, “He answered and said, Lo, I see four men 
loose, walking in the midst of the fire, and they have 
no hurt; and the form of the fourth is like the Son of 
God.”   Then Nebuchadnezzar came near to the 
mouth of the burning fiery furnace, [and] spake, and 
said, “Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, ye 
servants of the most high God, come forth, and 
come [hither].

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The Mission Committee is sponsoring a mission 
project that involves stuffing the new Mission 
Trailer.  We have selected the Jackson County 
Food Bank, Inc. in McKee, Kentucky, as our 
mission project. This food bank started 25 years 
ago, helping over twenty-five families a month. 
They now serve over two hundred and fifty families 
a month (more than six hundred people) and the 
need is growing. The county has one of the highest 
unemployment rates in the state.  One plant 
employing approximately eight hundred people 
closed.  About one-third to one-half of this county’s 
residents now leave their homes daily, and 
sometimes weekly for employment elsewhere.   The 
closest large town is Berea, some thirty to forty-five 
miles away. 
 

We are asking for your help in stuffing the trailer 
with supplies for their food bank. There will be no 
offering taken at the March 14th and 21st evening 
Lenten services. Instead, please check your 
shelves, watch for sales, and bring in your items to 
fill our trailer that will be parked in the church 
parking lot.  
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All kinds of canned or packaged food items are 
needed; canned fruits, vegetables, juices, soups, 
meats, stews and sauces, packaged cereals, 
pastas, noodles, rice, dried beans, flour, sugar, and 
cooking oil to name a few.  Non-food items needed 
include: toilet paper, diapers and wipes, detergent, 
toothpaste, soap, shampoo, and lotion. Some of 
you may have a collection of these toiletries you 
saved from hotels you stayed at, they are 
welcomed too. 
 

Our timing is just right because the Jackson County 
Food Bank is part of the Feinstein Foundation 
Grant.  This foundation grants millions of dollars 
that will be divided proportionately among all 
agencies complying with the grant; with a minimum 
of $250, and a maximum of $40,000 to any one 
agency. Food items valued at $1.00 per item, or per 
pound received from March through April will be 
counted and matched towards the Feinstein 
challenge.  In the past the food bank was only able 
to generate $250 to $300 from this grant so the 
BUMC’s donation will truly be God sent! Let’s get 
this trailer “stuffed with God’s love” and sent to 
those people in Jackson County, Kentucky needing 
your contributions.
